My answers to the questionnaires of The Burnaby Task Force On Homelessness on Oct/ 8, 2018
1. What is your position on addressing homelessness in Burnaby?
Homelessness is a quite complicated social problems where lots of factors interplayed. As a local government, Burnaby has been doing nothing to help this problem, insisting that housing is not local government’s jurisdiction. So our churches have been providing Winter shelters for the last 16 years. 
I want to approach homelessness in a comprehensive way, so we can deal with each factor that contributes to homelessness.
    It is pointed out that giving a place to live to homeless people is more cost-effective than leaving them on the street. I will benchmark the work of the Streettohome foundation, so we establish a foundation that help homeless people and people with disability have their own place to live. Also, I will provide land of the City and ask senior governments to provide funding for constructing purpose-built rental buildings for lower income families and homeless people. 
 For personal level, we need to accommodate the needs of homeless people in order to help them integrate into society, such as job training, counselling for addiction or micro-loan for taking courses. 
2. What have you done in the past to encourage or impact more available and affordable services, housing and programs in Burnaby?
              I have been participating as delegation to the City Council since 2007 to submit my 
              recommendations about youth problems, hate crime, how to prevent organized crime by 
              implementing a registration system for renters, short-term and long-term visitors,  Registration 
               of a second suite in a single detachment family home, and improving the service of Home-based 
               business in Burnaby and etc. 
3. How can you use the Burnaby Task Force on homelessness’ knowledge and expertise to truly meet the needs of those who are homelessness and to prevent homelessness?
I am going to benchmark the work of Streettohome foundation in Vancouver. With the knowledge and expertise of Burnaby’s homelessness, The Burnaby Task Force on Homelessness will be a great partner in accessing and implementing programs to help them overcome their hardships and eventually join the workforce. 
4. What will you do and what have you done in the past for those living in poverty, and those who are at risk of homelessness in Burnaby?
I will prevent demoviction by not allowing any designated  purpose-built rental building to change its zone. When its owner(s) re-develop he building, the tenant has a priority to re-occupy the rental unit. Also, I will use land of Burnaby to build purpose-built rental building  by requesting senior governments fund  for construction. 
Also, I will  implement a micro loan system to help people who are at risk of homelessness.
5. Where does the issue of addressing homelessness and implementing a more comprehensive strategy fits into your election platform?

Housing is one of my top platforms which included what I mentioned in your previous questions. In addition to providing a place to live to homeless people, my comprehensive plan to help them integrate into our society is  part of our inclusive and safe Burnaby.

6. How will you be working with other levels of government and different regions to reduce and ultimately prevent homelessness? If so, how will you go about doing this and how we support your work?
I will request our senior governments implement a long-term housing plan as well as its mandatory funding plan so as to guarantee its materialization regardless of change of political party in every four or five years. Homelessness is universal problems, so if every region in Canada tries to prevent homelessness together, we can eventually get it done. 
We can share successful strategy and cases with other regions and the Task Force contributes to this endeavor by providing accurate data and service report. 
7. What bylaws and policies will you work to implement that will reduce the homeless crisis in Burnaby?
To implement a comprehensive prevention strategy, we need to pay attention to the data the Task Force has been gathering to analyze and implement an effective policies. 
Therefore, the first policies might be to collect data of homelessness in Burnaby regularly that includes reasons why they become homeless. 
The second step would be to deal with those root cause of homelessness in Burnaby. 
8. I will definitely remove it. 
9. I will work to provide every Burnaby resident with every opportunity to live in a safe and inclusive environment where  everyone can live a decent life without  concerns or fear of  the safety of a person.    This applies to a homeless person, too.
First, I will work to provide affordable housing  and secure subsidized housing for low-income family and homeless people with my plan of a foundation where private donation surpass that of public sector. 
Second, I will provide  opportunity of  self-development through arts program  or sport programs to children of low-income such as “one musical instrument for one child” or “one sport program for one child” for free. Through these programs children will enrich their lives and will stay in school. They will be less chance for them to become a homeless person. 
Third, I will implement a micro-loan program to help people at risk of becoming homeless. 
Fourth, I will provide an opportunity to get job training to homeless people for free with cooperation with SD 41.
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
